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As in most other fields, strong interpersonal com-

munication and organizational skills are a must for 

any professional. Some other valuable skills and 

competencies specific to a profession in the elec-

tronic journalism area include technical skills, prob-

lem solving and quick thinking. 

The sooner you begin your resume-building process, 

the better. NMU offers a number of services to as-

sist you with this important task. The Academic and 

Career Advisement Center offers (among other 

related services) career planning advice and testing. 

Career Services can help you fine tune your resume 

and direct you to useful job-hunting resources. The 

faculty in the CAPS department can link you with 

internship/apprentice programs and other opportu-

nities that will help you gain valuable hands-on ex-

perience in your area of interest. Performance in 

academics is important as well, so be sure to main-

tain a high grade point average.

Job Outlook 

Starting salaries are contingent upon geographic location 

and the individual applicant’s work experience and initia-

tive, and usually range from $20,000 to $50,000.  The 

growth of this field is expected to be as fast as average, 

with growth around 10%.
