 Secondary Education Teachable Journalism Minor 
After much hard work and many delays necessitated by the need for state approval, 
the teachable journalism minor is now in place. This minor is open to all secondary 
education majors as a minor. For secondary English/Language Arts professionals, 
this is a particularly attractive pairing with English as a major. Many positions 
require candidates to be able to operate a school newspaper, serve as the Yearbook 
editor, or similar duties. Michigan certification rules forbid teaching these subjects 
without at least a teachable minor in the area.  NMU is now one of only three schools 



in Michigan offering such a minor. One student has already completed the program; 
two more will have the minor in place at the end of this semester. Further 
information is available from secondary English advisors, or from Professor 
McCommons or Professor Terwilliger.

It honors 

English educators who have demonstrated the following: long and faithful service to the 

profession of English teaching; distinguished leadership in their communities, as well as 

at the state and national level; inspirational qualities for students and colleagues;

During his many years at NMU, Tom Hyslop has served as Acting Head of the 

Department, Assistant to head on several occasions, designed and implemented the 

current two semester writing program, was the Director of The Writing Program on three 

separate occasions, and since 1983, has served as the Director of the Secondary 

Education Program in English. He has received numerous awards for his teaching, and in 

2004 was the recipient of the NMU Excellence in Teaching Award. 

 

In November of 2007, the web site www.ratemyprofessors.com announced the results of 

their ñFirst Annual RateMyProfessors.com Top 50 Rankings.ò Some six million students 

have posted their rankings on the site. Every college and university in the USA is 

represented.
