Construction Requirements

1. Loft construction must take place in student rooms andduniyg psted dagand times.

2. Students must provide their own tools when constigetissemblingyr disassembling loft.

3. The bft must be fresstanding (not touching or attached to walls, ceiling, desks, etc.)

4.  The top of the mattress must be no less than two feet from the cHitittgng is to be attached to the
ceiling in anyway.

5. Nopartoftheldbt can come within 18 partofthe loftaentesferawitm k | e
the operation of the sprinkler head(s) in the room. See the sprinkler head location indicated on the
diagram above(The typical prinkler head location is 7' 6 Y&'bm the floor, 5 ¥2from the ceiling
and 63" from the back wall.)

7. Any strongmilled wood in good conditiolmther than treated wolmanized- wood, with a minimum
of knotholescanbe usedThe loft framework must consist of lumber that will safely withstand
nor mal us ert (weo. dastdn®oddgétisdor legy. Adequatecrossbracingmust be
utilized. No wood may be in its natural log form.

8. Bolts must be used in the consttion of the loftto facilitate both assembly and disassembly.

Washers should be used to allow the bolts to be tightenbdwtribeing pulled into therood.

9. The springs and mattress provided with the University bed are to be incorporated into Tree loft.
