8 Easy Tips for Managing Test Anxiety: 
 
1.   Stay as close as possible to your normal routine before the exam. 
 
2.   Be aware of your own signs of early anxiety and deal with it before it becomes disruptive. 
 
3. Remember, some anxiety can be good.  Feeling somewhat tense can be energizing and focusing. 
 
4. Avoid coffee, tea, or colas before the exam. 
 
5. Do easy questions first while you relax. 
 
6. Take a 30 second break to breath comfortably and relax.  Have a well-practiced routine to get to 

your “zone”. 
 
7. Give yourself self-enhancing self-statements (I can do it, etc.) throughout the day.  Stop self-

defeating statements. 
 
8. Avoid anxious or negative students before the exam.
